This MoU reflects the commitment of both parties to enhance integration between
government entities and the industrial sector to safeguard national resources,
support national industry and maintain supply chain sustainability. Furthermore,
this partnership contributes to regulating the trade of iron scrap and ensuring
compliance with transparency requirements and responsibility in commercial

transactions.

Both parties also emphasized that this cooperation would help to improve the
efficiency of relevant control procedures and enhance compliance with customs
laws and regulations, thereby supporting the competitiveness of the industrial sector

and the country's economic goals.
